Rehearsal and Liturgy Schedule
The St. Aloysius Children’s Choir has a long tradition of excellence. Rehearsals are each Thursday from 3:30-5:15. The Children’s Choir usually sings once each month.
(Click here for the 2007-2008 Calendar) All choir members are required to be present for warm-ups as listed in the schedule before the start of each Liturgy. Please be prompt! During the major liturgical feasts/seasons of Christmas and Easter, please take a special note of the choir calendar when making family plans.

Attendance Policy
Choir members are expected at all rehearsals, liturgies, and performances, and are expected to be on time. Boxed items in the choir schedule are considered to be mandatory events. To be excused from a choir event, parents must email or phone the conductor in ADVANCE of the event. Unexcused absences are followed up with a phone call. This is to ensure the safety of a child who is missing from rehearsal. After four absences, a meeting must be held between the conductor, parent, and choir member before continuing in the choir program.

Please pick up choir members after rehearsals in the parking area closest to the Convent. (by the St. Francis of Assisi Meditation Garden) Choir members that are not claimed within 15 minutes after rehearsal is finished will wait in the CONVENT and may be picked up there. The phone number for the CONVENT is 344-7131. Thursdays are very busy days musically at St. Aloysius; there are three rehearsals in the CONVENT (including ours)…. Baton Rouge traffic is often unpredictable; however, out of courtesy to the other choirs that will be rehearsing, please try to be as prompt as possible when picking up Children’s Choir members.   
Children’s Choir Points and Standards Guide

Each choir member is expected to be a responsible, contributing member of the Children’s Choir. Based on attendance and active, eager participation at rehearsals and events, choir members will be awarded points after each rehearsal or liturgy. Ribbon and Medallion evaluations will take place three times during the year, prior to each Children’s Choir celebration: (Halloween, King Cake Party, and Year-End Celebration). Points are cumulative.




Using this system, different colored ribbons with medallions will be awarded as follows:

10 Points – Green Ribbon


70 Points – Purple Ribbon
20 Points – Burgundy Ribbon


80 Points – Light Green Ribbon

30 Points – Blue Ribbon



90 Points – Dark Green Ribbon

40 Points – Red Ribbon



100 Points – Silver Medal
50 Points – Pink Ribbon



125 Points – Silver Ribbon

60 Points – Yellow Ribbon


150 Points – Gold Medal

175 Points – Gold Ribbon
